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Synthetic Underlayment INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

RoofGard Cool Grey comes printed with installation lines, making application easy.
1. The roof deck must be swept clean and be smooth and dry before installation starts.

2. IKO synthetic underlayments should be unrolled and laid flat to the roof deck, horizontally (parallel to eave), starting at the bottom of the
roof (overlapping the eave protection by at least 4”) with the printed side up.

3. There should be minimum, 4 inch side laps and 6 inch end laps.

4. IKO synthetic underlayments are attached to the roof with roofing nails or staples having 1 inch diameter plastic/metal caps. Fasten with enough
fasteners to safely hold the underlayment in place until shingle application. Additional fastening should be considered if shingle application will not
take place soon thereafter. Typically fasteners should be spaced at approximately 8 inch on center on both side and end laps in normal wind zones. In
high wind zones or coastal areas, fastening spacing may need to be doubled to 4 inches on center;check local building codes.

5. Inall cases, fasten at approximately 24 inches on center down the middle of the roll in the field of the roof.

This product is a vapor retarder, so the airspace beneath the roof deck should be properly and thoroughly ventilated to avoid risk of moisture
condensation.

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DIRECTIVE DE POSE POUR

Sous-couche synthétique

Des lignes sont déja tracées sur la sous- couche afin d’en faciliter la pose.
1. Lesupport du toit doit étre lisse, sec, et propre avant de commencer la pose.

2. La sous-couche synthétique de IKO devrait &tre déroulée et étalée a plat sur le support du toit, parallelement au débord du toit, et posée a partir de
la partie la plus basse du toit (chevaucher le protecteur d’avant toit d’au moins 4 pouces) avec la partie imprimée vers le haut.

3. Les chevauchements latéraux devraient étre d’au moins 4 pouces et les chevauchements de bouts d’au moins 6 pouces.

4. Les sous-couches synthétiques de IKO sont fixées a I'aide de clous ou agrafes a toitures ayant un capuchon de plastique ou métallique d’un pouce
de diamétre. Il doit y avoir suffisamment de fixation pour bien tenir la sous-couche en place jusqu’a la pose des bardeaux. Dans les régions de vents
normaux, les fixations devraient étre espacées d’environ 8 pouces centre-a-centre du c6té des chevauchements latéraux et des chevauchements
de bout. Dans les régions de grands vents ou les zones cotiéres, le nombre de fixations peut devoir étre doublé a 4 pouces centre-a-centre,selon les
exigences du Code du batiment local.

5. Dans tous les cas, fixez a environ 24 pouces centre-a-centre le long du centre du rouleau sur le versant du toit.

Ce produit est un pare-vapeur,donc la ventilation de I'espace vide sous le support du toit devrait étre appropriée et suffisante afin d’éviter tout risque de
condensation et d’humidité.
